A mammogram is a special x-ray that takes pictures of my breasts. 

This is a way for a doctor to find out if my breasts are healthy.  

I will go to a special clinic to have this test done – this might even 

be at a hospital. Having a mammogram does not mean that I am

2. Then, my breasts will be placed on the x-ray machine.  
3. I need to stay very still. It will squeeze my breast and that 

might hurt, but it will be over soon.  
4. The machine will take the x-ray pictures.
